Troparion to All Saints, tone 2: O Apostles, Martyrs, and Prophets, Hierarchs,
Monastics, and Righteous Ones; ye that have accomplished a good labour
and kept the Faith, that have boldness before the Saviour; O Good Ones,
intercede for us, we pray, that our souls be saved.

Another, for the Departed, tone 2: Remember Thy servants, O Lord, as Thou
art good, and forgive whatever sins they have committed in this life; for
there is no one but Thee without sin, and Thou alone art able to grant rest
unto the departed.

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit.

Kontakion for the Departed, tone 8: With the saints, give rest, O Christ, to the
souls of Thy servants, where there is neither sickness, nor sorrow, nor
sighings, but life everlasting.

Both now and ever, and unto the ages of ages. Amen.
Theotokion, tone 8: Thee have we as a wall and a refuge, and a mediatrix

well-pleasing to God Who was born of thee, O unwed Theotokos, salvation
of the faithful.
